Eight BBHHS orchestra students
were selected for the 2011 Northeast
Region Orchestra, administered by
the Ohio Music Education Associa-
tion. Auditions were in September.

In the
second violins are Taylor Basnett
and Tim Klima; in the viola section
are Matt Adrianowycz, Hannah OlI-
sen, and Stephanie Swedik; and in
the cello section is Mark Williams.
Christine Soong also was selected
for first violins and named All State
Alternate, but withdrew because of a
schedule conflict.

The regional orchestra will perform
on Sunday, Nov. 6 at 3:30 p.m. in the
Music Building at Cleveland State
University. The program will consist
of: Five Variants on Dives and Laza-
rus by Ralph Vaughan-Williams;
Adagietto from Symphony No. 5 by
Gustav Mahler; and Sinfonia Il by Fe-
lix Mendelssohn.

Dr. Kathleen Horvath, Associate Pro-
fessor of Music Education at Case
Western Reserve University, will di-
rect the orchestra.

This year’s orchestra is limited to
strings, because not enough students
auditioned on other instruments to
form a full symphonic orchestra, ac-
cording to Roberto Iriarte, Hudson
High School orchestra director and
chair of OMEA'’s Northeast Region.
He attributed the lack of participation
to conflicts with other music events
on the weekend of the concert.

The All State Orchestra will play at
the OMEA’s annual conference, Feb.
16-18 in Columbus.

BBHHS and represented not only the orchestra and music
departments, but the entire school.

As we look forward to the Holiday Concert on Thursday,
Dec.15, music for String and Concert Orchestras has
been selected by the members of those groups through a
listening process that pared down a list of over 20 selec-
tions to four per group.

Chamber Orchestra makes up Symphonic Orchestra,
which is optional for String and Concert Orchestra mem-
bers. Winds and percussionists from Wind Ensemble
complete the group. String and Concert Orchestra stu-
dents who want to participate in Symphonic Orchestra
must be able to attend the three evening rehearsals that
are scheduled, from 6:00 p.m. — 8:30 p.m. on the following
dates: Monday, Dec. 5; Wednesday, Dec. 7; and
Wednesday, Dec. 14.

Congratulations to our students who were accepted into
the Northeast Region Orchestra, and special congratula-
tions to Abby Smith (concertmaster of BBHHS Chamber
Orchestra), who also qualified for All State Orchestra. It is
a tremendous accomplishment and honor, being se-
lected from a large number of young musicians from all
over Ohio. | am extremely proud of all 13 BBHHS stu-
dents who auditioned. (See sidebar at left for details.)

The orchestra program kicked off its holiday catalog fund-
raiser on Oct. 21. The sale will run for two weeks, with
orders due Friday, Nov. 4. The money raised can be used
toward future trips, or to help offset the costs of the stu-
dents’ orchestra uniform.

The orchestra outfits have been ordered for new students
to the program and those who have moved into Chamber
Orchestra this year. Parents will be sent an invoice with
the cost of the uniform around Nov.15, with the payment
due by Dec. 9. The Chamber Orchestra dresses are $60;
Concert/String Orchestra skirts cost $40. The boys’ tux
pants are $25, and the tux shirt, cummerbund and

tie used by Chamber guys as well as the Concert and
String Orchestra girls and guys will total $27 for the set.
Here are the totals: Chamber Girls $60; Chamber Boys
$52; Concert/String Girls $67; Concert/String Boys $52.
